60’s, and 70’s called “The Poplar Restaurant and Drive In”. In March 2004, Poplar 

reopened as a gas station but kept the name. While they’re now known for selling 

gas, they also keep a piece of history alive by serving an excellent lunch menu 

(much like the restaurant they’re named after). Their food comes from a grill, not 

just a deep fryer like most service stations, and their ½ pound cheeseburger is the 

favorite choice for many. The fresh, never frozen meat is hand patted and grilled.  

   Poplar continues to give back to the community by supporting the schools, cus-

tomers, and other local businesses. They support South Adams School District and 

buy ads for various sports. They try to stay current with technology to help custom-

ers check out quickly and recently bought new registers to assist with that. Poplar 

recently started selling Whitetail Sales’ jerky which customers can’t seem to get 

enough of!
